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This is the project to provide clean water drinkable in Kenya. This project is being proceeded by Nairobi East
Rotary Club and 11 clubs in Japan. In Kenya, particularly rural areas, people especially children and women must
walk very long distance for many hours to get water. If there is a well in this area, people do not need to do this
and they can use these times for education. And the last is to transfer techniques of digging well to local people.
This project got a Global Grant by the Rotary Foundation and must complete 6 wells remained and submit a final
report by this Nov. 6 wells had to been completed by last rotary year but it has not been completed yet due to
some reasons such as the political instability and abnormal weather. But, in this rotary year ,we must complete all
6 wells and submit final report by this Nov.

We had the telephone meeting with Kenya team on July 8" The meeting has done well by the leadership of Nikolaus
san and amazing negotiation by secretary Ueda san. Nairobi team showed us a plan for completion and made sure
to complete 3 wells of Kazusabori by Sep and the other 3 wells of machine drill by Aug.

Although some problems caused by difference of culture or any situations between Japan and Kenya will happen,
we would like to cooperate with Kenya team steadily and proceed the project.
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At the 20" Anniversary, we would like to communicate “being of Hiroo” with participants. And, we plan to have
presentations to share foreign RCs that have connections with Hiroo RC as a part of the communication using the
slide deck and movie. We would like to have your comments about “what Hiroo RC is for you” in our video. We are
going to have video shooting sessions before the weekly meetings. It would be great if you can come to the weekly
meetings for 15 min earlier and share your comments. The video shooting dates are 7/11, 7/25, 8/1. 1n our
meeting room.
