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In Truk Lagoon (Chuuk Islands) of the Federated States of Micronesia, located within District 2750, a large—scale oil
spill from a sunken vessel has been occurred. The island residents are now facing a severe environmental and
humanitarian crisis. In order to further strengthen our relationship with PBG, board members approved to
contribute ¥200,000 from our club at the board meeting on Dec 4™.
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After working in the private sector on wastewater and sanitation projects in developing countries, he pursued
graduate studies at University College London as a Rotary Scholarship Student. Following the completion of his
master’ s degree, he worked as a WASH specialist at the UNICEF Gambia Office.
